Rooms, Dormitory, Personal Belongings
The hostel provides shared room accommodation to the hostellers.
Therefore, hostellers must learn to adjust and live in the hostel.
Each one should take particular care to see that cleanliness and
neatness is maintained. Sweeping and mopping the floor, once in
two days, is the responsibility of those who live in the room. Each
oneshould take care to dispose of the waste (paper, wrappers, paper
materials, etc) in the waste-paper bin.
No one is allowed to keep money and valuables with them. Such
items must be handed over to the Warden for safe keeping. The
hostel will not be responsible for the loss of money or valuables due
to the hosteller's negligence.
No one is permitted to shift or rearrange furniture without the
permission of the Warden. No one is allowed to tamper with fittings
and fixtures such as electrical wiring, switches or lights.
Writing or sticking pictures and posters, or driving nails on the walls
is prohibited. Use of electrical gadgets (like heaters, irons, radios,
computers, etc) is not permitted. If found, these items will be
confiscated and never returned.
Those who are found to have damaged hostel property or furniture
will have to pay the prescribed fine to repair or replace the damaged
item. The cost of repairs will be recovered from all the inmates of
the room or dormitory.
No one is allowed to have a or use a mobile phone in the hostel
premises. If anyone is found possessing or using a mobile, it will be
confiscated and will not be returned. The common coin phone may
be used between 8.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. to communicate with
parents if necessary. Degree students will be allowed to use a
mobile phone, with permission, only between 8.00and 9.00 p.m.
No one is allowed to leave the campus after 6.00 p.m. except with
the explicit permission (permission letter)of the Director/Warden.
Those who go out with permission must return to the hostel before
7.00p.m.
Everyone who goes out of the campus must write on the log book
kept in the Warden's office - the name, the time of departure, the
place of visit, and time of return.
Director's permission is necessary for anyone to go out of town or
visitone'shome.

Visitors to the hostel, including relatives of the hostellers, are not
permitted to visit the rooms/dormitories of the hostellers without
the explicit permission from the Warden.

No male visitor will be allowed to visit the Ladies' Hostel after 8.00
p.m.

Use of tobacco or consumption of alcohol or any other banned
drugis strictly forbidden. The defaulters are liable to be dismissed
fromthe hostel.

The prescribed hostel fees are to be paid in full at the beginning of
the academic year. Those who, with the permission of the
Director, are permitted to pay the hostel fees in installments, shall
pay the second instalment before the end of November, failing
whichtheyareliable to attract the penalty from the college.

In case of ordinary illness, the hosteller can seek First Aid help from
the Warden. Those who need medical treatment may seek
assistance from an outside doctor with the Warden's permission.
In case of serious illness, the parents of the hosteller will be
informed and asked to provide the necessary care until the
hosteller is restored to health.

ORDER AND DISCIPLINE
Speaking in a loud voice, shouting or screaming or whistling in the
study hall, living rooms, corridors or wash rooms is forbidden.
Screaming is a punishable offence and may lead to dismissal of the
offenders.
Running, playingin the living roomsis forbidden.
Visiting others' rooms/dormitories for chatting or recreation is not
allowed. Hostellers are not permitted to bring outsiders to the
living rooms. Guests (parents, guardians, friends, relatives) are to
be entertained only in the visitors' room or parlour not after 6.00
p.m.
Lending and borrowing money or other valuables is not permitted.
Hostellers are not permitted to organize tours or picnics, or take
part in the tours and picnics organized by outsiders, except with
the written permission of the Director. The Director may grant
permission after the hostellers get the written consent of the
parents of the students.

FOOD, KITCHEN, HEALTH & HYGIENE
Hostellers are allowed to choose the type of food vegetarian or
non-vegetarian at the beginning of the first or third semesters
(JuneorNov).
No student is allowed to enter the kitchen, or converse with the
kitchen staff, withoutthe permission of the Warden.
No outsider is allowed to eat in the hostel without the permission of
the Director/Warden.
All are expected to observe rules of courtesy, patience and
cooperation while the food is being served. Likewise, all are
expected to deal with the kitchen or dining room staff with respect.
Wasting food will be considered a sign of insensitivity to the
millions of poor who go hungry.
Hostel fees are to be paid in the beginning of the academic year in
one instalment. Only those who have obtained permission from
the Director are allowed to make the payment in two instalments
June and November 30th. Fees once paid cannot be claimed under
any circumstances even if the hosteller is dismissed or leaves of
one'sownaccord.
. The Hostel Day expenses are notincluded in the Hostel Fees, but are
shared equally by all the hostellers.

DISMISSAL

. Those who habitually violate the hostel rules will be asked to leave
the hostel.

Ragging is a criminal offence. Those who indulge in ragging under
any form, inside or outside the campus, will be dismissed
immediately both from the college and from the hostel.

. Those who are found to be irregular to study and other hostel
programmes, those who are absent at night without prior
permission, those who entertain outsiders in the living rooms,

those who show no progress in their academic performance, and
those who indulge in open defiance of hostel officials and staff, will
have action taken against them, which might include dismissal
from the hostel.

Hostellers are advised to avoid waste of time resulting from the
excessive and indiscriminate use of smart phones. The hostel
management permits the use of the phone (personal mobile or
coin phone) to the hostellers between 8.00 and 9.00 p.m. to
communicate with their parents or guardians (and in case of any
emergency, with the permission of the Warden).
